Installation

Kaddy Bracket ATV (KBA) is designed to facilitate the mounting Bowkaddy™ on certain models of ATV's. The infaation
contained herein assumes that Bowkaddy™ cannaatisactorily mounted on your ATV without KBA. i$ generally intended for
use on quads equipped with tubular or channel nmatds. For composite-rack quads, it is often fesgo fasten Bowkaddy™
directly to the composite rack with the bolt fagten provided with Bowkaddy™. Consult the BowkaddyPMduct Sheet or
alarisconcepts.coiifi you are unsure of the necessity of this prod@bntact Alaris Concepts if you are consideritfgo installation
options to ensure safe and secure operation.

1. Obtain required equipment: two %" or adjustablenahes, Bowkaddy™ and bow.

2. Position the Base of Bowkaddy™ on the KBA Body(1).

3. Determine the best mounting location on the AT\Acters affecting this decision include:
-personal preference (front rack, rear rack, bositfmn on rack).
-ensure that bow position will not interfere withietgeneral operation of the AT

(steering, driver comfort).
-try to mount KBA in the center of the rack to avaiearance issues.
-KBA must be mounted between paralighing sections.
-distance between parallel tubes should be lessth4".
-Bowkaddy™ Base can be positioned anywhere aload<®A Body(1) as long as af
least three fasteners are used for securement.
4. Loosely fasten the Base of Bowkaddy™ to the KBA fAd using the 5/16” bolts, flaf
washers, lock washers and nuts provided with Boai&Ed
5. Position KBA in the chosen location on the quadkras shown. Insert the J Bolt(2) into t
proper hole or slot of KBA. Choosing the correct hole for the J Bolt is critichto the
stability of KBA. When secured around the ATV rack frame, the opening of the J Bolt
must be in the same direction as the opening of thgend in the KBA (see the diagrams
that follow). This will ensure maximum stability during use. Also note the point of
contact. It is sometimes necessary to replace oné the KBA fasteners with the J Bolt
itself as shown in the picture at right.
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6. When the correct JBolt(2) position has been detsedhi tighten the fasteners holding the Base tokiBA Body(1). Be

careful not to overtighten.

7. Attach Flat Washer(3), Lock Washer(4), and Wing(Nuto J Bolt(2) and hand-tighten.

8. Re-attach Bowkaddy™ Main Support Arm to Base asAzsembly instructions.

9. With Bowkaddy™ assembly complete, adjust and setheeSwing Arms to fit your bow in thg
desired mounting position and insert your bow thi® rubber grips. You're ready to hit the trail!

Use, Care and Maintenance

Kaddy Bracket™ ATV is to be used in conjunctionBowkaddy™. Together, they will give you yearshelpful service in your
archery pursuits if the following points are heeded
- Only use to store and transport archery bows. ilNehded for general load securement.

Adjust position of Swing Arms to match limb anglekine up clamps with region of limbs that are ~lildick. For most
basic compound bows, the metal pin in the Swing AAmil line up with the slot or one of the holesthe Main Support
Arm. For some bows, it may be necessary to fultgied the swing arms so that the pins fall outdidemain support arm.
In this case, the rubber washer compressed betilieearms will provide sufficient friction to keelpet arms stationary while
inserting and removing the bow.
For a small percentage of bows, the pins may ndtimap ideally with the existing holes in the M&npport Arm. It is
then allowable to drill a maximum of two additiorradles per side. Using a 17/64” or 7mm bit, dhi holes to a maximum
depth of 3/16” or 5mm. Allow at least 1/8" or 4nwhmaterial between the hole, the edge of the corapband the other
holes. Drilling the hole too close to the edgéoothe other holes will weaken the component beyamdcceptable limit.
Insert/remove bow _one limb at a timeby applying equal and opposite forces to the limland swing arm. Do not use
excessive force.
Bow should not contact any plastic or metal compbioéthe rack. Ensure a snug fit in the rubbéogr
Bow should not contact any part of the ATV or othbjects on the ATV.
Bowkaddy™ should be mounted such that gravity caatiow the bow to come free from the rubber grips.
It is advisable in some situations that pins (metuded) be inserted through the holes at the értdeoswing arm grips to
prevent the bow limbs from bouncing out of the grip
A lock mechanism (not provided) can be insertedubh the hole at the end of the swing arm gripis; ¢brves as a visual
theft deterrent only and does not provide guarahpeetection.
Fold swing arms inward and secure with wing nutsctimpactness when not in use.
Check all fasteners regularly to ensure that tleayain tight.
Do not subject Bowkaddy™ or Kaddy Bracket™ ATV tmnecessary impact or overload.
Remove Bowkaddy™ from your ATV when not being ufmdextended periods of time.
Not for use or play by young children. Rotatingregvarms on Bowkaddy™ can create a pinch hazard.
